Required documents for voter registration and voting 
• Wisconsin voters must provide a Proof of Residence document when registering 

to vote by mail, in-person in the clerk’s office, or at the polls on Election Day.  

• Voters must show an acceptable photo ID to receive a ballot for all elections.

• The Wisconsin Elections Commission has more information on acceptable proof 
of residence documents. 

 

Voting by absentee ballot 
Any qualified elector can request and receive an absentee ballot for any reason. From 
the Wisconsin Elections Commission, “With absentee voting, you can vote early at 
your municipal clerk’s office before Election Day, or receive your ballot by mail and 
either mail in your completed ballot or drop it off at your clerk’s office or polling 
place or absentee counting location.”  
 
Voters must be registered before they can request an absentee ballot.  Voters may 
request their absentee ballot in writing.  To request an absentee ballot on 
MyVote.wi.gov click here.  You must provide a photo ID with your absentee ballot 
request.

• October 19, 2022 – Deadline to register by mail 
o Your voter registration form, along with proof of residence, must be 

postmarked to your municipal clerk no later than October 19, 2022.  
o Find your municipal clerk’s contact information here.  

• October 19, 2022 – Deadline to register to vote online 
o Voters who are able to match their name, date of birth, Wisconsin Driver 

License or State ID number, and address with the Wisconsin DMV can register to 
vote online through October 19, 2022. 

• October 25, 2022 – First day for in-person absentee voting  
o Each municipal clerk’s office sets its own schedule for in-person absentee 

voting.

• November 3, 2022 @ 5 p.m. – Deadline for online or mail absentee ballot requests  
o Requests for an absentee ballot made by mail or online must be in the office of 

the municipal clerk. 

• November 4, 2022 @ 5 p.m. – Deadline to register to vote in municipal clerk office 
o Voters may register in-person in their municipal clerk’s office during the clerk’s 

business hours until 5:00 p.m. on November 4, 2022.

• November 6, 2022 – Last possible day for in-person absentee voting 
o Each municipal clerk’s office sets its own schedule for in-person absentee 

voting. Check with your clerk for their actual in-person absentee voting 
schedule.

• November 8, 2022 from 7:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m. – Election Day 
o Voters can register to vote at their polling place on Election Day, Nov. 8, 2022.
